SCHOOL OF ENGLISH 

POSTGRADUATE MODULES FOR 2010-2011

This document is designed to help students choose MA modules.

A taught MA programme is worth 180 credits and split into two Stages.

Stage 1:

Full-Time students must register for modules totalling 120 credits, 60 in the Autumn Term and 60 in the Spring Term.  Students should register for their modules online.

Part-Time students must register for modules totalling 60 credits per year, 30 per term.  This year part-time students only need to register for 60 credits as they will register for the remaining 60 credits in year two. 

All students are also expected to attend the School Research Methods seminars which run on Monday evenings from 6pm to 7.30pm/8.00pm in the Autumn Term.

Stage 2: 

All students will automatically be registered for the 60-credit dissertation module in their final Summer Term.
