Internet Explorer version 7 (IE7) 
is now on public PCs and is 
available to download to staff 
managed desktops.

How to download it to your 
staff PC
If using a staff managed desktop,  
save your work and close all 
programs you have open. Then 
click on Start, Control Panel, 
Add or Remove Programs, 
Add new programs. 
From the software list, choose 
“Microsoft Corporation Internet 
Explorer 7 English (United 
States) - Hands Free with 
Automatic Reboot” and click 
Add.

Getting to know how it 
works
IE7 offers some new features 
and looks and acts slightly 
differently from previous versions 
of IE.

Tabs: multiple web pages can 
be opened in the same browser 
window by opening a new ‘Tab’.

Two homepages: staff will notice 
that your previous homepage 
has been retained, and a second 
tab shows Campus Online, 
Kent’s staff website. To change 
your homepage or remove the 
second homepage, click on 
‘Tools’ in the top menu, and 
select ‘Internet options’. You 
will see two web addresses listed 
under the Homepage section. 

To remove the second 
homepage tab, delete the 
second website address in the 
box. You have the option to add 
up to fi ve homepage tabs if you 
wish, by entering fi ve website 
addresses in the box. Click OK 
to submit your changes.

Phishing fi lter: this opt-in fi lter 
helps to protect your personal 
data from fraudulent websites 
and online scams by fi ltering 
out potentially dangerous 
sites. ‘Phishing’ is an attempt 
to criminally and fraudulently 
acquire sensitive information, 
such as usernames, passwords 
and credit card details, by 
masquerading as a trustworthy 
entity using electronic 
communications such as e-mail 
and fake websites. To amend 
your settings (eg, turn the fi lter 
on or off, or report a suspected 
website), go to Tools and 
choose Phishing fi lter.

Making Offi ce 2007 fi les 
compatible with staff PCs
A Microsoft Offi ce 2007 
converter is available to 
download on staff managed 
desktops. It allows staff PCs 
that currently have Offi ce 2003, 
to open and edit documents 
created in Offi ce 2007.

To install: go to Start, Control 
Panel, Add or Remove 
Programs, Add new programs, 
select it from the list 
(Compatibility pack for the 2007 
Offi ce system) and click Add.
