QUALIFYING LAW DEGREE: CONFIRMATION OF RESULTS TO THE SOLICITIORS REGULATORY AUTHORITY (SRA) AND THE BAR STANDARDS BOARD (BSB)

I wish to draw your attention to the arrangements the University has with the SRA and the BSB regarding notification to these bodies of the names of students who have successfully completed the modules required for a Qualifying Law Degree (QLD).

Solicitors Regulatory Authority
The SRA is the regulatory body of the Law Society. Following Congregation, the Social Sciences Faculty Office prepares a group certificate for submission to the SRA. The group certificate will contain the names of all those graduates who have taken and passed (with a mark of 40% or above) the modules covering the 'Foundations of Legal Knowledge' as specified in The Joint Statement of the Joint Academic Stage Board. It is not necessary for you to request a separate transcript. 

Please note that the names of students who have received compensated or condoned passes for QLD modules will not be included in the Group Certificate.  However, any Stage 3 student who has received a compensated pass in the May/June examinations may apply to the Kent Law School to resit the examination as an external candidate at the next available opportunity following the award of their degree. 

Bar Standards Board
The BSB is the regulatory body of the Bar Council and validates providers of the Bar Professional Training Course (BPTC). The BSB and/or individual providers of the BPTC will contact the faculty to request confirmation of passes as and when required. 

General
If any Law student has a query concerning notification of results to either the SRA or the BSB/BPTC provider, please contact the Undergraduate Office before contacting the body concerned. Only those students whose degrees have been formally conferred at Congregation or who have requested formal deferral will be included on returns to the SRA or the BSB. Any student indebted to the University will be excluded.
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
