Although discussed in translation, original versions of the texts should be considered where appropriate, and matters concerning the theory and practice of translation, and of cultural transfer more generally, will be addressed. The diversity of the material to be discussed in the MA dissertations should be designed to be inclusive of UK and international students coming from different cultural and educational backgrounds. Support for international students will be offered by the module convenor and by the MA dissertation supervisors, both in the form of office hours and in especially designed supervisions available to all students attending the module as well as via the Student Learning Advisory Service.  
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
