All staff are accessible for student consultations for two hours a week outside direct teaching time.

	13. Programme structures and requirements, levels, modules, credits and awards

	The programme is studied over four years full-time. The programme is divided into four stages each comprising of 120 credits. The marks for credit achieved at Stage A (the year abroad) are given half weighting in the final degree classification. Each year of the programme in Kent is arranged in 2 x 12-week terms and a final, 6-week examination term, 30 weeks in total. The programme is divided into study blocks called modules. Each module is designated at one of three ascending levels, Certificate (C), Intermediate (I) or Honours (H).  Modules have a credit value of 15 or 30 credits. Each 30-credit module represents approximately 300 hours of direct contact teaching time, student learning and assessment. The amount of direct contact teaching time is not less than 72 hours in the first and second year 30 credit Economics modules. In the final year 15-credit modules, emphasis is put on directed independent learning and the contact time is not less than 18 hours. All students take required modules. Whilst in Kent, full-time students must take in every year modules amounting to 120 credits, comprising required and optional modules. Whilst in Greece or Spain, students take the equivalent of 60 ECTS credits. To be eligible for the award of an honours degree students have to obtain 480 credits, at least 360 of which must be Level I or above, and at least 90 of which must be level H or above.  
The degree programme structure is devised to provide the opportunity for students from a range of different backgrounds to develop a progressive understanding of economic analysis and its application. In the first year, Mode A and B modules are designed for those students with and without the appropriate A level (ie Economics or Mathematics) or equivalent qualification. A rigorous theoretical and quantitative foundation is developed in the first and second years. The curriculum is broadened out in the third and fourth years through optional modules based on the research interests of staff and a staff supervised project on an economics topic chosen by the student. The optional modules chosen in Greece or Spain are taught in English, though for students fluent in Greek a wider range of modules are available. The progressive teaching and learning of skills is directly integrated into the programme structure and modules.
At its discretion, the University allows for failure in certain modules to be compensated by good performance in other modules, or, in cases of documented illness or other mitigating circumstances, condoned. Failure in certain modules, however, may not be compensated and are indicated by the symbol * below.
The structure of the programme and the modules that make it up, their levels, credits and the terms in which they are taught, are shown below.  Details of each module can be found at www.kent.ac.uk/economics/undergraduate/modules/index.html
Students successfully completing Stage 1 of the programme and meeting credit framework requirements who do not successfully complete Stage 2 will be eligible for the award of the Certificate in European Economics and Social Sciences.  Students successfully completing Stage 1 and Stage 2 of the programme and meeting credit framework requirements who do not successfully complete Stage 3 will be eligible for the award of the Diploma in European Economics.

	14. Support for Students and Their Learning

	Arrangements for oversight, support at Kent, AUBE and Carlos III, and preparation for the year abroad follow the framework established for our existing degrees with a year abroad. The School has a convenor of European Economics degrees who is be responsible for academic matters such as degree requirements, advising and approving module choice, acting as the School contact, while the European Office is responsible for matters such as help with travel permits, accommodation and registration AUBE and Carlos III, sending and receiving transcripts. Acting in concert the two will brief students fully on the year abroad before departure and support them during their time there. The arrangements agreed by the University under the Erasmus framework include discussion about and provisions for student support in any affiliate European university. The School has also been in direct contact with the AUBE and Carlos III representatives who will oversee the degree, and is satisfied that support arrangements are adequate. The support specifically for this degree at both universities includes tutorial care, area and subject orientation, curricular guidance, personal guidance and social support. Both are residential University and can allocate rooms to our students. Students can make their own arrangements if they wish. There is an active student facilities for non-study activity, and many intercultural events take place at the universities to accommodate international students.
