There will be 38 contact hours consisting of 10 3-hour studio classes, where the students will be guided in very specialist multimedia packages and 8 lectures. Students are also required to complete a mini- project on their own following the guided sessions in the studio classes. The total student workload will be 300 hours.

Assessment of the module is 100% by coursework. This includes an online portfolio (60%), a written report (20%), a Photoshop mock-up (10%) and a prototype application (10%) assessed during critiques which make up the mini-project, addressing all the learning outcomes 1-3.
