1. A critical evaluation of current research and advanced scholarship in key areas of cell and molecular biology. (PO1, PO10, PO12, PO16).
2. A comprehensive understanding of the concepts that underpin aspects of cancer, allergy and virology. The development of novel / alternative therapeutics affecting various body systems will also be discussed. An understanding of functionality, regulation and relationships of selected intra- and extra-cellular processes (PO3, PO4, PO10, PO12, PO13, PO16).

This module will give students a comprehensive and critical understanding and knowledge of current problems and new insights into cell and molecular biology. The course will cover the impact of new research on our understanding of fundamental biological process that relate to diseases such as cancer, allergies and infection. The emphasis of these lectures will be on how basic science is translated into diagnostics and therapy.
